• All participants will be hiking to the campsite, and carrying all their outpost items with 
them-a daypack backpack and stuffable sleeping bag is a must for outpost 

 

• All participants will be sleeping in tents on the ground-camp will provide sleeping mats-
but bring your own if you think you’ll need more cushion 

 

• Dinner on Sunday & breakfast on Monday are cooked in the campsite, Outpost will 
conclude before lunch on Monday.

• Stuff-able sleeping bag-something to attach to backpack 

• A day pack or large backpack for belongings
